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The Hakka has been invisible for many years due to the social, political, and economic
context in Taiwan. The situation has been improved since the Hakka Language Movement in
1988. Owing to the lack of attention to the Taiwanese Hakka in the past, many problems
including their cultural and ethnic identification needed to be examined systematically. Based on
the theories of intercultural communication and cross-cultural communication, the current study
examines how the level of cross-cultural communication competence of the Hakka people
influences their cross-cultural adaptation and their cultural identification as they interacting with

other ethnic groups.
