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In this project, in addition to literature
research, | will conduct fieldwork and
interviews with American queer scholars,
performing artist, and gay activists in order to
investigate:  first, in response to the
stigmatization of gay people by mass media,
how queer scholars represent AIDS and form
counter-discourse by exposing the bias and
exclusivism in the meaning-making process of
the dominant culture. Second, how gay
performing artists and activists employed
performance and performativity to represent
AIDS and gay culture in various locales.
funeral and memorial ceremony, fund raising,
education, community theater, candlelight vigil,
mass demonstration, university campus, ethnic
community, and commercial theater; how these
performances combining various performance
styles and current issues are amed at
consciousness awakening, self empowerment,
group therapy, education, policy making,
resource mobilization, and the contests with the
heterosexual ingtitutes as well as the
Ideological State Apparatuses; third, how these
performances make papable the politica
unconscious and cultural unconscious of gay
communities  through  performance  of
transformation; how these performances stir
discussions and debates on various issues of
aesthetics and politics inside and outside gay
communities; how the gay performing artists
and activists envision subaltan counterpublics
with their social and cultural practices.
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
