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Abstract

This research will base on the physical characteristics which constructed
architecture and settlements of Hakka people. On one hand, this research will confirm the
pattern and region of these physical characteristics; on the other hand, this research will
examine whether these cultural characteristics belong to Hakka architecture.
Furthermore, this research will searching other possible features which also could be
understood as the attributes of the southern part of Fukien Province or Han people’s
architectural properties. Basically, this research will be formed by this repeating
circulation process of self-asking and survey. Once this research located the possible
cultural and architectural characteristic of Hakka culture, this specific characteristic will
be compared with other ethnical cultural characteristics in order to confirm the previous
finding. However, during this finding and confirming process, this research will locate
another possible cultural factors, and start the whole survey process again.

In second vyear, the field survey of Hakkanese houses was limited within the
Hou-Lung river basin. The traditional houses were almost completely destroyed during
the earthquake in 1935, therefore most the houses we visited were rebuilt in the aftermath
of the quake over the basin. The Japan colonization government introduced Japanese
construction into the rebuilt houses and recommend Taiwanese converting the life style to
Japanese style through colonization policies. For elucidating the transformation of
Hakkanese traditional house under the Japanese influence, the original building type at
hometown in eastern Guang-Dung province, China also was analyzed this year.

In third year, the study area of field survey was redefined to inter-region. The main
topic was the difference in the corridor of Hakkanese house between north and south

Taiwan.
